I invite you to consider making a 
donation to Together For 
Lincoln.  Together For Lincoln is 
an ecumenical outreach program 
that includes 15 Churches in 

Lincoln and over 1000 volunteers.  We completed our 
second year of Together For Lincoln this past September 
when over 1000 volunteers from 15 Churches here in 
Lincoln, including Holy Family, spent an entire day (and 
some spent an entire weekend) helping needy citizens and 
neighbors.  Repair projects were various and many, 
including painting, lawn care, window repair and washing, 
building handicapped ramps, and so many, many other 
projects. 
 

Together For Lincoln funded many of those repair projects 
by purchasing the necessary supplies needed.  Those 
supplies are paid for from donations received from church 
members and citizens throughout Lincoln and Logan 
County.

Some people are much more at risk from these 
than the vast majority of us.  So, they may 
choose to offer a simple bow or smile instead 
of the handshake at the sign of peace; may 
also choose to abstain from the Eucharistic 

cup; may sit in a somewhat more protected spot (if 
available).  Do not presume they are being unfriendly.  They 
are taking appropriate cautions.  
 If someone has a cold, common sense and courtesy 
would suggest that they refrain from the Eucharistic cup 
until they have recovered.  In every instance, courtesy and 
sensitivity to others will help us knit together in charity and 
worship as a community.  Let us continue to strengthen the 
bonds of charity between us and accord one another the 
maximum of freedom and respect in the Lord. 

CATHOLIC CHARITIES ANGEL TREE 
 

Catholic Charities is a faith based 
foster care agency located in 
Lincoln that serves the local 
community.  When children are 
taken into the foster care system 
due to abuse and neglect, they do 
not have an adequate amount of 

clothing, toys, or personal items to meet their needs.  When 
it is necessary for foster children to move homes, more of 
the child’s personal items are lost or left behind. It is 
extremely important to children in the foster care system to 
have items that they can call their own. The Christmas 
Season is a struggle for the foster children and families that 
are assisted by our agency.  The Angel Tree that is located 
in the main entrance of the church contains tags with each 
foster child’s age and clothing size information and a “wish 
list” for each foster child that Catholic Charities is currently 
assisting.  If you wish to take a tag from the Angel Tree in 
order to provide a foster child with a Merry Christmas, you 
need to fill out the provided card with your contact 
information and return the card in the box provided prior to 
leaving the Church, as this ensures that every foster child 
will receive gifts.  After the gifts are purchased, please 
return the gifts unwrapped to the Catholic Charities 
Office located at 2100 West 5th Street in Lincoln (next to 
Diagnostic Dialysis) Monday through Friday from 9 am to 5 
pm.  If you are unable to return the unwrapped gifts, you 
can contact the Catholic Charities Office at (217) 732-3771, 
and a staff member can come to your home to pick up the 
gifts.  When returning the unwrapped gifts, please place the 
gifts in a bag and secure the original card with the foster 
child’s information on the outside of the bag. The gifts need 
to be returned no later than December 9, 2009, in order to 
ensure that the gifts can be distributed prior to Christmas. 
Please find it in your heart this Christmas Season to grant 
an underprivileged foster child a “wish”.  Thank you for your 
generosity this Christmas Season and God bless.
